There are loads of features on www.IllinoisProBono.org that legal aid and pro bono programs can take advantage of for free to promote their volunteer programs, to recruit and train volunteers, and to communicate with the legal community. Utilize the following easy-to-use tools now to expand your reach: 
· Volunteer Opportunity Search

This powerful recruiting tool allows you to reach thousands of potential volunteers by posting general volunteer opportunities and/or specific cases. An email is automatically sent to registered users who indicate they are interested in the topics associated with your opportunities. Remember, it is VERY important to write concise descriptions of opportunities that clearly inform potential volunteers what work they will be doing. 
· Webcast Training and Education

It is simple to webcast volunteer training classes on www.IllinoisProBono.org. All you need is a laptop, an inexpensive webcam, and a high speed internet connection. Volunteers who cannot attend a training class in person can view the webcast in real time, or they can watch the archived video anytime after the training is over. Programs can also apply for and provide MCLE credit to viewers – an added incentive to your volunteers!
· Automated Documents

Volunteers can complete forms and pleadings faster and more easily than ever before. Registered users of the website answer a series of questions, and when they are done the system automatically populates the documents with the appropriate information. Now available are forms sets for divorce, adoption, and lockout cases, and powers of attorney for health care and property. More to come in the future! 
· RSS Feeds

Legal services programs can now easily and seamlessly integrate news, events, jobs and volunteer opportunities from www.IllinoisProBono.org into their websites using RSS (Really Simple Syndication). The content of these feeds is updated daily, so your site is always up to date with the latest information. See the Pro Bono Initiative’s news page as an example: www.probonoinitiative.org/news.htm. If Mike Bergmann can do it, anyone can!
· Volunteer Intranet4
Illinois Legal Aid Online offers legal services providers a secure online space where staff and volunteers can communicate and share information and documents. Features include a shared calendar, document sharing, member directory, and discussion group. You can offer some of the same functionality to volunteers in a more limited capacity through the “My Program Space” feature and the discussion group on www.IllinosProBono.org.
· Pro Bono Attorney of the Month

Each month an Illinois attorney who is doing exemplary volunteer work is featured on the homepage of www.IllinoisProBono.org. You can highlight your volunteers and pro bono programs by nominating people for this honor – just click on “Nominate an Attorney” on the homepage. Vote early and often, just like in Chicago! 
· Legal Resources Library

Save paper and time spent copying by posting your volunteer training manuals and substantive materials to www.IllinoisProBono.org. The library contains legal resources in 24 areas of law, including practice manuals, forms, instructions, and video training classes. Updating these resources is a breeze with our system!
